However, nene ef these efferts, nor strest meetings, frequently held at the cermer
of 125th Streast and Breadway, were enscugh for Oscar Geiger. Altheough s New Yerk
business msn, a furrier, he nevertheless decided to make hiz werk fer Gesrglsm
his chief interest, He thersupen took part in twe political campaigns in which
he ran for Congress. In both instances he it was whe wrote the platforms for
the conventlions held in 1927 and 1924 in Chissgo. The first perbty was nemed
the Single Tax Party and the other the Cemmonwealth Land Party.
Faillng to make thess pelitical ventures the success he wished and replizing that
the parslyizing depression of 1922, with i1ts tragic lessons of a ®soom and bust®
economy afforded an excellent eppertunity to drive home his cherished remedies,
Gebger abandoned the pelitieal for the edusstional appromch. He sven gave up all
other business. Soon letters wers sent out, meetings of sympathetic friends were
held and finally, in April 1932 a Board of Trustees was sclocted,

Thus figuratively, if not actuslly, he 1aid the cornerstene of what hes bacome
" our well-known Henry George School. Located in Pythisn Hell in West 70th Strect,
where Geiger began his teaching, a provisional charter granted by the Beard of
Regents, through New York University, was secured and the prmject was off to s
gnod start, Later this Charter was mads szbsclute snd is still in force,
To stimulate intercst among teachers, Oscar Gelger began offering “slertness
eredit™, ns then required by the N.Y.O. Board of %ducation fer increased salaries,
by inviting members of the system to enrell for a course in fundamental ecconomies,
using as a text book Henry Ceorge's "Progress & Poverty".
Later sdvenced courses in "Pretection or Fres Trade™ and "Ths Science of Politioal
Eeonemy™ were added. During this first perioed Geiger himself taught all the
classes, 2t the nominal sum of $10.00 per pupil, and ocut of an enrnliment of 84
students, he succseded in gradusting 75}
Se willing to assist ir. Geliger in his effarts was onec of these gradustes, 2 Mr.
Lecnard T. Recker (now the treasurer of ocur ewn school) that he paid a yearts

rent fer larger headquarters at 211 West 79%h Street, Ths first flnor served as
offices and classroems, while Osenr Geliper moved into an spartment upsteirs thatd
he might be eonstantly on hand., With thg help of othsr students like Helen Dokbigh
who had easught o vision of soelsty transformed, as deseribed by Henry Goorge, the
work went steadily on. ‘
It was net fer much longer hewsver, that the school's enthusinstic feunder could
sentinus, A orusader in the advancs guard of the inoreasing Georgist forces,
naving given unreservedly of his energies and funds, in 1634 Oscar Geiger, like
his revered leader, passed awsy in the midst =f his labors fer the cause in which
they had both so gladly enlistsd.
