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n K. Ralph Borsodi. well-known Writer, Econornist

and Educationist of America who is visiting India
on & lectnre-tour arrived in Bombay on September 23
and will stay here for about a fortnight as the guest
of the Libertarian Social Institute.

ABROGUY THE AUTHOR —

Ralph Borsodi was for many years a comsulting eco-
nomist in New York City for some of the largest cor-
porations in the country, including the Dupont rayon
jnterests, B, H. Macy & Company, the National Retail
Dry Goods Association, and the great ON.T. and
Clark thread interests. During this period he wrote
various techuical books, including THE NEW AC-
COUNTING, NATIONAL ADVERTISING V8.
PROSPERITY, THE DISTRIBUTION AGE, and
PROSPERITY AND SECURITY. The vear before
the great depression hegan in 1928, he wrote THIS
UOLY CIVILIZATION, in which he roundly con-
demned the catastrophic direction in whicl the nation
was moving.

[n 1832 he was invited to assist the Commuobity
Chest of Dayton, Chis, in dealing with the unemploy-
ment problem along the lines suggested in his book.
From that time on he abandoned his professional work
in the business world and devoted himself to the
development of the educational implications of the
Dayton movement. In 1934 a group of admirers of
his work joined in the establishment of the sociologi-
cal experiment called the Schoo! of Living, at 5Su Fern,
N. Y.

Out of this experiment came the progress for pro-
blem-mtegrated education which eventually led to
the founding of the University of Melbourne in Flori-
da. TDuring this period be published FLIGHT FROM
THE CITY, joined with U. 8. Assistani-Secretary of
Agriculture M. L. Wilson and Dr. O, E. Baker in
writing AGRICULTURE IN MODERN LIFE; and
wrote the report on the Sufferen experiments which
was published in 1948 in two volumes entitled EDU-
CATION AND LIVING.

In 1952 a group of fricnds interested in his idea
that the central fanction of a university should be the
equipping of its students with a philosophy of living,
organized the University of Melbourne. The Univer-
sitv is developing a “pilot course,” together with text
books and supplementary readings, which it is hoped
will be used by colleges and universitics generally.
Mr. Borsodi is Chancellor of the University.

INTERERTS:

Critie of modern naticnalism, industrialismy, uvban-
nisty, advertising, advocate of the “green revolution”™—
of decentralization, of rural and comumumity e, of
folk arts and crafts, folk dancing and singing; advo-
cate of libertarianism, of local mutonomy, of waorld
federation, as essentials of the good Tife; hecame inter-
ested in education as a means of fundamental reform
through adult re-education.

I his latest, “The Challenge of Asia,” he sumns up
his prescription for the dangerous period in which we
live, as follows;

“The time has come for the teacher o fead. The

time has come when the leadership which the nrimi-
tive priest lost to the warrior, the warrior to the mer- .
chant, the merchant to the banker and which the

banker is now losing to the bureancrat, must bhe taken
over by the teacher. A new world must be built and
the castle-centered and church-centered world of the
past and the money-centered  and governinent-

centered world of today replaced by a school and, — |

nniversity-centered world. :

“And in that new world which we should start now
t0 build, the accurmdated knowledge and wisdom of
mankind must be made supreme in the hearts and
rminds over the behaviowr of mankind.  To us, the
building of this pew world, individual by individaal,
farnily by family and community by community, calls |
us 1o a crusade. it calis not only for a moral, ntellec-:
tual revolution in the hearts of those I am calling
teachers: it calls upon them for triumphant creative
action. ..
